Pre-HiSET (GLE 4-8)
HiSET (GLE 9-12)
Purpose and Intention
The purpose of this Scope and Sequence is to help our students succeed not only in obtaining their High School Equivalency certificate but also to help them gain the knowledge they need to succeed in college level courses and apply it to various facets of their lives and future careers. Though the students who enter our program need their HiSET if they wish to attend college, passing the HiSET does not necessarily mean that their skills are on par with college-level courses. 
College-level studies are more complex than HiSET Prep courses or high school classes. Statistics indicate that only 27% of HiSET graduates will enroll in college, and out of those, only 4% will receive a 4-year college degree.
These students will mostly be placed in remedial college courses. These courses do not count towards their degree; furthermore, these remedial courses increase the cost and time for a degree.  Many students will run out of grant money. Our program will address this gap enabling our students to begin their education in college credit courses so that they finish earlier and can pursue successful careers. 
Our program’s scope and sequence is designed to teach our students to read and write at a high school level so that they can form valid arguments and convey their ideas clearly supported by information. We will approach math and science classes as opportunities for them to apply analytical reasoning and problem solving. With these skills our students will be able to plan their futures with confidence.

Unit Sequencing
The units are chronologically sequential and are designed to build upon each other spiraling in complexity from year to year. They are organized thematically guided by big questions. Each unit encompasses history or science, using reading and writing as base skills. All units will include opportunities for writing, research, and technology.
Though Math will be taught separately there will be opportunities for the Math Pre-HiSET and HiSET teachers to work together. For example a math unit on measuring can easily incorporate a reading assignment based on the history of measurement. 
Since each unit is centered on big questions and not specific, narrow plans, lessons with different approaches can be developed each year for students who are repeating the year. 

Expectations for Teachers

The expectation for teachers is that they will use this Scope and Sequence as a continuum to be followed in order. Units will be designed thematically guided by an important question that will span the lower and upper levels. Each unit will build upon skills learned from the previous unit. They will increase in scope and complexity. The core of every unit will be the development of critical thinking by the student. 
It is expected that teachers will act as facilitators in student centered classrooms with students responsible not only for their learning but for developing the assessments that will inform them if they have achieved their learning goals.

Monitoring and Revision

To ensure that teachers are following the scope and sequence as laid out they will submit lesson plans weekly to the program coordinator. These plans will include goals, CCR standards, formative and summative assessments, activities and materials as well as teacher reflections on the success or failure of the plan. 
Teachers of both the Pre-HiSET and HiSET levels will meet informally to discuss their students’ progress as well as formally on a monthly basis. Together they will make decisions to continue with the plan as written or to revise segments to ensure successful teaching.

	Assessment of Priority Standards and Key Content


	Students will show their learning by participating in a school wide election based on a city election that is taking place. They will appoint candidates and research ballot issues and present them to the school. 

They will write opinion pieces and/or letters to the editor to a newspaper of their choice. 

They will evaluate their learning through the use of checklists and rubrics that they will create along with their teacher.

	The class will show learning through the following experiment:

Students will be assigned to one of two roles: Grays or Reds. The grays will have their rights taken away from them for two days; they will not be able to drink from the water fountains, use the restroom, speak in class, sit in class. The Reds will have to choose for themselves how they treat the newly created second class citizens. 

The class will keep journals/blogs about their choices and their feelings about those choices.

They will share their journals with the class and write a final essay summarizing what they have learned.

They will evaluate their learning through the use of checklists and rubrics that they will create along with their teacher.
	Students will show their learning by conducting the following experiment: They will adopt Pollan’s rules for one month, keeping an on-line blog of what they eat. Before the experiment they will set goals of what they hope to achieve by adopting the rules i.e. weight loss, energy levels, realizing that the results will be anecdotal.

After one month we will share our findings with the class. 

Students will be evaluated according to a rubric and checklists that they and the teacher have created. 


	Students will show their learning by conducting simple experiments in groups involving photosynthesis, electricity and water using the scientific method. They will keep records in order to write up lab reports at the end of the experiments. 

They will video the process so that they can share their results with the class and use the videos for future classes to learn from.

Before the experiment they will set goals of what they hope to achieve by adopting the rules i.e. weight loss, energy levels, realizing that the results will be anecdotal.

After one month we will share our findings with the class. Students will be evaluated according to a rubric that they and the teacher have created. 

They will do “Read and Respond” exercises using texts from 6 Way Paragraphs.

They will discuss nutritional choices through “Yes, No, Why” exercises using teacher created texts.


	Students will show their learning by conducting simple experiments in groups involving photosynthesis, electricity and water using the scientific method. They will keep records in order to write up lab reports at the end of the experiments. 

They will video the process so that they can share their results with the class and use the videos for future classes to learn from.

They will do “Read and Respond” exercises using texts from 6 Way Paragraphs.

They will explore opinions and facts through “Yes, No, Why” exercises using teacher created texts.
